Terminology

1. Bangon 
– refers to the runner

2. Taya 

– refers to the tagger

Mode of the Game


Best of 3 rounds. The most number of scores will be declared as the Winner.

Guidelines

1. Before the start of the game, the “Taya” will put colored chalk in their hands. This will serve as an indicator that the tagged is valid.

2. Evey box has an equivalent of two points.

3. The points will only be awarded to the “Bangon” who has reached the farthest box and not all the members of the team.

4. Once the bangon is tagged, automatically, the bangon and taya will change side thus, the bangon becomes new taya and taya becomes the new bangon.

5. The complete run or “home – run” has 50 points

6. In case of tie score,  rule of superiority will be applied.

7. The team who makes the most scores will be declared as the winner.
