SUNGKA

Sungka is a game played by two players over a wooden block which has two rows of holes. Each row has seven holes. Located at each end of the block is one hole, larger than the holes in the two rows. The holes at each end of the block is called "head" or "bahay" in Tagalog.

 The main goal of the game is to defeat the opponent by outnumbering the game pieces collected.

Mechanics:
1.Each player has his or her own row and one head to control. The row facing you will be your territory. The head at your right will be yours to maintain. 

2. Each player fills each hole, alternately, with seven game pieces. Each player should have equal number of game pieces. Game pieces could be in the form of sea shells or pebbles. They should be tiny enough to fit in the row and to be grasp.

3. Each head should remain empty.

4.  The first player shall remove all the game pieces from the hole at his extreme left.

5. The player shall distribute the game pieces one per hole in counter-clockwise manner. Upon distributing the game pieces,he should fill the "head" with one game piece, but omitting his       opponent's.

6a. If the last game piece falls into an occupied hole,he  shall take all the game pieces on that hole and start another round of distribution.

6b. If the last game piece falls into an empty hole in the opponent's row, the turn will be given to  him or her. 

7a. If the last game piece falls into  own "head," then he still have the chance to play. He could begin at any of the holes (with game pieces) at his own row.

7b. If the last game piece falls into an empty hole in his row, the game pieces located at the hole directly at the opposite row, will be captured including the last game piece and will be placed on his own head. But if the opposite row is empty, the turn will be given to the opponent.

The opponent has the option where to start (on his or her own row, of course). Repeating the same procedure. However, he must pass if all the holes in his rows are empty.

The game ends when all the rows, at both rows, are emptied, and all filled in each heads.

The player with more number of game pieces is the winner.

Guidelines:


A. The game is open to all General Santos  constituents.


B.  Registration  will be done at the oval plaza every afternoon during the Laro ng Lahi activity.    

First 20 to register will be acommodated per day.


C. It will follow the knock out system.Two wins out of three sets will be declared as a winner.


D. A prize of 200 pesos will be given to the winner and a consolation Prize of 50 pesos to the
